ORDINANCE NO. 2023-02

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF CRANFORD, CHAPTER 186, SECTION 2
CONSTRUCTION CODES, UNIFORM FEES

WHEREAS, the Township of Cranford and Borough of Garwood have established an
Interlocal Services Agreement to provide Construction Code Official and Subcode services; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Uniform Construction Code N.J.A.C. 5:23) the Township of
Cranford shall approve a schedule of fees associated with plan review and construction permit
services so as to effectively serve both communities; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 92, Section 2 of the Municipal Code of the Township of Cranford
sets forth various fees to defray the costs associated with Construction Code Official and
Subcode services; and

WHEREAS, those fees were last adjusted twelve-years ago, in April 2011; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Cranford has determined that
it is in the best interests of the residents of the Township and Borough of Garwood to increase
the fees with the associated cost increases and align their fees with other municipalities for
similar services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the
Township of Cranford in the County of Union and State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1. Chapter 186, Construction Codes, Uniform, Section 2 Fees of the Code of
the Township of Cranford is hereby amended as follows:

§ 186-2 Fees.

The fees to be charged for a construction permit shall be the sum of the below fees and shall be
paid before the permit is issued. Fees may be rounded to the nearest dollar amount.

A. The building subcode fees shall be as follows:
(1) For new construction and additions, the fees are based on volume in cubic feet. The

fee shall be six cents ($0.06) ($0:04) per cubic foot for Use Groups R-3 and R-5 and seven and a
half cents ($0.075) ($6-05) per cubic foot for all other Use Groups. The minimum fee shall be

three hundred dollars ($300) ¢$256) for use groups R-3 & R-5 and five hundred dollars ($500)
£$450) for all other use groups.

(2) For renovations, alterations and repairs, the fees shall be based on estimated cost of
the work, except that the minimum fee shall be one hundred dollars ($100) $75 for use groups
R-3 and R-5 and one hundred fifty dollars ($150) $425 for all use groups other than R-3 and R-5.
The fee shall be calculated at a rate of forty dollars ($40) $26 per one thousand dollars $1,000 of
construction value.

(3) Plan Review. The fee for plan review shall be twenty five percent (25%) 20%-of the
amount charged for the construction permit. The amount of this fee shall be deducted from the
amount of the fee due for a construction permit. Plan review fees are not refundable.

(4) Demolition Fees:

(a) Demolition of a one-or two-family residence shall be two thousand dollars

(32,000) $1;000-

(b) All other use groups shall be three thousand five hundred dollars ($3.500)
$2,560.

(c) Residential accessory structures shall be one hundred and fifty dollars ($150)
75

(d) Sewer and water capping associated with a demolition permit (plumbing
subcode): two hundred dollars ($200) $159 each.

(5) Roofing and siding (Use Groups R-3 and R-5). The fees for roofing and siding work
completed on structures in Use Groups R-3 and R-5 shall be two hundred dollars ($200) $375
when the cost of work is less than $6,000 and two hundred fifty dollars ($250) $200-when the
cost of work exceeds $6,000 or more.

(6) Elevator Fees. The fees shall be as set forth in N.J.A.C. 5:23-12.

(7) Sign Fees. The fee for a permit to construct a sign shall be in the amount of five
dollars ($5.00) $4 per square foot surface of the sign, computed on one side only for double-
faced signs. The minimum fee shall be one hundred fifty dollars ($150) $425.

(8) Certificate of occupancy fees, new construction, or alterations:

(a) The fee for Use Group R-5 reconstructions and additions shall be 10% of the
total cost of the permit with a minimum of fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250)

$130.

(c) The fee for a certificate of occupancy granted pursuant to a change of use shall
be five hundred dollars ($500) $460.

(d) The fee for a certificate of continued occupancy shall be five hundred dollars
$500) $460.

(e) The fee for a temporary certificate of occupancy certifying that work was done
under a construction permit and complies with DCA Bulletin 01-2 or its successor
shall be two hundred dollars ($200) $366 for Use Group R-5 and five hundred
dollars ($500) $200 for all use groups other than R-5.

(9) Asbestos abatement fees. An administrative fee of four hundred dollars ($400) $250
shall be charged for an asbestos abatement project.

(10) Variation fees. The fee for an application for a variation in accordance with N.J.A.C.
5:23-2.10 shall be five hundred dollars ($500) for Class I structures and one hundred fifty
dollars ($150) $3425 for Class II and Class III structures.

(11) Non-use: lapse of permits.

(a) No refund will be given after 30 davs of issuance of a permit. Prior to the 30
days of issuance. a 25% cost of the permit paid will be held for plan review at the
discretion of the Construction Code Official.

(b) In the event a permit shall lapse by reason of time, the fee upon application for
renewal_shall be the full price of the permit as calculated by the most currently
adopted fees as listed in this_ordinance {seetion)-

(a) Tanks unregulated as per DCA Bulletin 95-1B or its successor: one hundred
fifty dollars ($150) $400-

(3) Each additional inspection on any one (1) application shall require a
minimum re-inspection fee of one hundred dollars ($100) $75.

(4) An authorized representative of the applicant, as well as the licensed
contractor’s representative (all subcodes) shall be present at the work site

(5) After-working hours or Saturday inspections may be scheduled at the
discretion of the Construction Code Official.

The amounts entered on the permit application
forms are subject to review by the Construction Official, who may approve or
modify them as necessary using the latest addition of the Means Cost Data Guide.
A copy of the contract, contractor’s proposal or an estimate submitted by a New
Jersey licensed design professional or licensed contractor is required.

E: G. Waiver of enforcing fees Enforeing-ageneyfees-shall-be-waived for the following:

(1) Construction performed by or on behalf of the Township of Cranford or
Borough of Garwood.

(2) Construction to a public building owned by the County of Union, Cranford
Board of Education or Garwood Board of Education.

(3) During and for 90-days following any declared State of Emergency (whether
local. state or federal) covering the subject property. the fees set forth in
subsections B(3). B(4). and D(4) shall be waived.

H. Department will pass along any additional charges assessed with processing payments

which mav include bank charges.

SECTION 2. Unless otherwise set forth herein, all other fees and terms set forth in
Chapter 186 Construction Codes, Uniform shall be and remain unchanged.

SECTION 3. Any ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 4. Upon final passage and publication, this ordinance shall become effective
immediately as required by law.

PROHIBITING POLICE OFFICERS FROM CONSUMMING ALCOHOLIC

BEVERAGES, REGULATED CANNABIS, AND DRUGS THAT WILL
IMPAIR THEIR ABILITY TO PROPERLY PERFORM THEIR DUTIES

WHEREAS, in 2020 the New Jersey voters approved an amendment to the New Jersey
Constitution to legalize the use of cannabis by adults at least 21 years of age; and

WHEREAS, P.L. 2021, c. 16, the Marketplace Modernization Act (the "Act"), regulates
the development and enforcement of a recreational cannabis; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Office of Attorney General (NJOAG) has recognized the
specific impact of cannabis legalization on municipal police agencies because of the personal use
of cannabis both on and off duty by police officers; and

WHEREAS, under the statutory authority of NJSA 40A:14-118, the Township Committee
of the Township of Cranford (the “Township) had previously established the Cranford Township’s
Police Department Rules and Regulations (the “Rules and Regulations™) that prohibit the use of
alcoholic beverages and drugs by police officers while on and off duty; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee has determined that it is in the best interests of the
public safety, health, and welfare of the Township’s residents to restrict police officers’ use of
regulated cannabis in specific settings.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township
of Cranford, County of Union, State of New Jersey as follows:

Section 1. Chapter A503-47, Alcoholic beverages and drugs, Article V, General
Conduct on and off Duty, in the Police Department’s Rules and Regulations, Appendix of the Code
is hereby amended as follows:

§ A503-47. Alcoholic beverages, regulated cannabis, and drugs.

A. No member or employee of the Department will appear for or be on duty under the
influence of liquor, regulated cannabis or drugs or be unfit for duty because of their
excessive use.

EXPLANATION — Matter struck through thus in the above ordinance is not enacted and is intended to be
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B. Members or employees of the Department shall not drink any kind of intoxicating
beverage or consume regulated cannabis while on duty or take any drug not duly
prescribed and necessary for health at any time.

C. Members or employees of the Department shall refrain from drinking intoxicating
beverages for a reasonable period before going on duty. Additionally. members or
employees of the Department shall not consume regulated cannabis within twelve
(12) hours of reporting to work for any official duty including but not limited to
working regularly scheduled shifts, attending meetings, attending firearms
qualifications. participating in extra duty assignments, fulfilling overtime
assignments, or performing any other official function as a member of the

Department.

D. Intoxicating beverages, regulated cannabis. or drugs may not be consumed at any
police station.

E. No member of the Department shall, at any time when in uniform, except in the
performance of duty, enter any place in which intoxicated liquor is served and sit
at the bar.

F. Members and employees shall not bring into or keep any intoxicating liquor,

regulated cannabis or drugs on Department premises except, when necessary, in the
performance of a police task. Liquor or drugs brought into Department premises
in the furtherance of a police task shall be properly identified and stored according
to the Rules and Regulations.

Section 2. Unless otherwise set forth herein, all other fees and terms set forth in the
Rules and Regulations, Chapter A503 shall be and remain unchanged.

Section 3. Any ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption and publication according
to law.

AUTHORIZING PREPARATION OF AN IMPERVIOUS COVER ASSESSMENT
TO IDENTIFY IMPERVIOUS SURFACES AND MANAGE STORMWATER

WHEREAS, impervious surfaces describe how water flows and become stormwater runoff,
which picks up pollutants that then impair local waterways; and

WHEREAS, impervious surfaces include paved roadways, parking lots, sidewalks and rooftops
that prevent water from soaking into the soil and recharging the ground water; and

WHEREAS, according to the 2010 New Jersey Water Quality Assessment Report, ninety (90)
per cent (%) of the surveyed waters in New Jersey are assessed as impaired, indicating that an applicable
water quality standard is not being attained, with the most probable source of impairment being urban-
related stormwater runoff; and

WHEREAS, the Rahway River has been designated as an impaired waterway; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Cranford has experienced repeated catastrophic flooding
accompanied with significant property damage and cost to the Township; and

WHEREAS, a significant driver of flooding in Cranford is the quantity of impervious surface
that discharges stormwater directly into the Rahway River; and

WHEREAS, a reduction in impervious cover will reduce the quantity of water discharged into
the Rahway River during a major storm and will reduce property damage caused by flooding and
improve water quality for the community; and

WHEREAS, the preparation of an Impervious Cover Assessment (ICA) to identify impervious
surfaces and allow better stormwater management by eliminating unnecessary impervious surfaces,
reducing current impervious cover, or disconnecting impervious cover from flowing directly into local
waterways; and

WHEREAS, the Township supports the Rutgers Cooperative Extension (RCE) Water Resources
Program and authorizes the development of a green infrastructure ICA, which will benefit the
Township’s residents.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of
Cranford authorizes application for and acceptance of the RCE Water Resource Program’s proposal to
develop an Impervious Cover Assessment for Cranford Township, the cost of which shall be covered by
the New Jersey Sea Grant Consortium.
